Free Gun Locks Available

Henry & Stark County Health Departments Note
June-Safety Month by Reminding Residents
They Have Free Gun Locks Available

It's a small device that can save a

life. The Henry and Stark County
Health Departments and First

Choice Healthcare note that June is
National Safety Month and remind
residents they have Free Gun Locks
available through their offices and

clinics in Kewanee, Colona and
Toulon.

Health Department officials note
Every Day, 64 Americans die by
firearm suicide — one every 22

minutes. Also of note, households

that locked both firearms and

ammunition were associated with

a 78 percent lower risk of self-

inflicted firearm injuries and an 85
percent lower risk of unintentional
firearm injuries among children
and teens, compared to those that
locked neither.

“These simple steps can be life
saving for the adolescent or adult
who reaches for a firearm in an
impulsive gesture during a moment
of crisis. Or for a school-age child
who thinks the firearm is a toy,” said
RaeAnn Tucker, Director of Health
Promotion with the Henry and Stark
County Health Department.

The initiative, aimed at reducing the
stigma of addressing gun safety, is

part of a growing effort by public
health and medical professionals
who are treating the country’s gun
violence epidemic as a public health
crisis.

These gun locks are available
through the Veterans Crisis

Line. This is a 24/7 Confidential
Crisis Support Network. Simply:
Dial 988 the Press 1; or Chat at
VeteransCrisisLine.net/Chat; or Text
838255.

Tucker adds, “The purpose of this
program is to limit young people
having easy access to guns. In
addition, this initiative is being used

to prevent readily accessible guns
being in the hands of the wrong
people or individuals in mental
crisis. Therefore, we encourage
family members of and those with
mental health concerns to take
advantage of these free gun locks.

Residents can pick up free gun
safety locks by stopping by the
Henry and Stark County Health
Department Offices and First
Choice Healthcare clinic locations
in Kewanee, 110 N. Burr Blvd;
Colona, 103 1st St.; and Toulon,
120 E. Court St. Monday through
Friday from 8am to 4pm.

Transportation Carries Crops, Vacation Memories

Dad would pack the car better than an elite
gamer playing Tetris, preparing to start
our road trip the next day. Well, barely the
next. We'd commonly leave at 2 a.m. for

a vacation of sightseeing, tourist stops,
hotel swimming pools and almost always
an amusement park. Mom disliked air
travel, and Dad liked getting up early, so
we stayed on the ground and made good
time while normal humans slept. For a few
hours, the interstate felt like our gravel
road: seldom traveled.

We were a classic farm family on a road
trip vacation, packing our farmer tans,
Dad’s sun-deprived legs, emergency tools
and a CB radio in the Chevrolet Celebrity
(great for traffic reports from truckers).
We watched the sunrise, drove through
implement dealership parking lots and
assessed strangers’ crops from the
windshield. My brother and | packed the
floorboards with games and the seats
with pillows. Mom provided doses of grape
Dramamine and, at one time, the luxury of
a mini-TV powered by the cigarette lighter.

Route 66 celebrates its 100th anniversary
this year with festivities in eight states,
including Illinois, home to 300 miles of

the Mother Road. The timing feels right

to reflect on Illinois’ competitive access

to roads, rivers and rails that collectively
move people, products and services.
Illinois’ system of interstates ranks third in
the nation. Our rail, the second largest. Our

rivers are unmatched in a state literally
shaped by water, awarding Illinois the
largest and most important inland river
system in the United States.

Widely underappreciated in our everyday
thinking, these modes of transportation
influence our daily lives, the hidden link
that connects us and the world to vehicle
fuel, toilet paper, computers, fresh beef
and out-of-season strawberries — a
sprawling list of needed and wanted goods
and services that fill our homes, schools
and businesses. Illinois’ transportation
network and central position helps
agriculture remain the No. 1 industry in
Illinois. Roads, rivers and rails give farms
access to domestic end users and export
markets for crops and livestock, delivering
food, feed, fuel and clothing to places most
of us never stop to consider.

Hard wired to farm time, my family woke
before the hotel breakfast. On a three-
generation family trip to Disney, we were
the first in line — every park, every day —
theoretically earning what felt like our own
FastPass advantage. We started the road
trip home slightly less anxious and in the
daylight but felt mentally recharged when
we crossed back into the Land of Lincoln.

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Henry & Stark County Health Department Note
National Mosquito Control

Awareness Week,

How's the song go? “Summertime and the living

is easy.” That is until you're bothered by that old
seasonal nemesis the mosquito. The Henry and
Stark County Health Departments announce that
June 14-20 has been designated National Mosquito
Control Awareness Week. In honor of this national
observance the Health Department staff offers the
following information on the summer mosquito
season and the potential health risks associated
with mosquito bites.

Over the last few years, the U.S. has had increased
cases of mosquito-borne illnesses such as the
West Nile Virus and other exotic diseases such as
Zika virus, Dengue Fever and Chikungunya threaten
our shores. While Zika virus is also primarily
transmitted through the bite of a mosquito, the
main type of mosquito that carries Zika virus,
Aedes aegypti, is different and is rarely found in
Illinois. However, taking some simple precautions
can help you avoid mosquito bites, regardless of
the type of mosquito or the diseases they carry.

Therefore, residents are encouraged to take
precautions which include practicing the three
“R’s” - reduce, repel, and report.

¢ REDUCE - make sure doors and windows have
tight-fitting screens. Repair or replace screens
that have tears or other openings. Try to keep
doors and windows shut. Eliminate, or refresh

each week, all sources of standing water where
mosquitoes can breed, including water in bird
baths, ponds, flowerpots, wading pools, old
tires, and any other containers.

e REPEL - when outdoors, wear shoes and socks,
long pants and a long-sleeved shirt, and apply
insect repellent that contains DEET, picaridin,
oil of lemon eucalyptus, or IR 3535 according to
label instructions. Consult a physician before
using repellents on infants.

¢ REPORT - report locations where you see water
sitting stagnant for more than a week such as
roadside ditches, flooded yards, and similar
locations that may produce mosquitoes. The
local health department or city government may
be able to add larvicide to the water, which will
kill any mosquito eggs.

The Culex mosquito is the most common vector of
West Nile Virus and other viral illnesses. The Culex
mosquito relies mostly on artificial containers for
breeding sites. An artificial container is anything
that will hold water more than 4 to 5 days.
Enormous numbers of mosquitoes are produced
day after day in such containers.

Therefore, the Health Department urges area
residents to take the following steps to eliminate
mosquito breeding sites:

* Discard all useless containers such as tin cans,
tires, and stack buckets upside down when
empty.

* Turn boats and canoes down when not in use.

* Don't allow water to stand in low areas for more
than one week, add small amounts of fuel oil
each week to standing pools of water that can't
be drained.

« Empty and clean wading pools and bird baths
once a week.

* Drain all livestock tanks once a week.

» Cover rain barrels and cisterns with mesh wire
screening.

* Puncture holes in the bottom of tire swings to
drain accumulated water.

« Clean out gutters and spouts of accumulated
debris.

* Repair or replace screening on doors and
windows with appropriate mesh.

BUREAU POLICY

122. SALES TAX

We support:

1. Seeking removal of the Retailer’s Occupation Tax
(ROT) and the Use Tax from sales of LP gas used
primarily in production agriculture.

2. Seeking removal of the ROT and the Use Tax
from sales of feeds, including hay when sold by
farmers to feed livestock including horses and
poultry for marketing, or for producing dairy
products or eggs or other consumer by-products.

3. Seeking elimination of the practice of charging
state sales tax on motor fuel.

4. Agricultural exemptions in Illinois state sales tax
codes.
